But that appellation 
no longer fits.  We have metamorphosed. Our 
prayer, worship and sense of community makes 
us, while independent, a respected part of the 
Liberal/ Renewal branches of Judaism, and the 
spiritual community of the San Fernando Valley. 
Our students feel comfortable whenever they 
travel to other congregations and we are wel-
come wherever we (our congregation) take part 
in community events such as: Mitzvah Day, The 
Days of Remembrance, and the Walk for Life. .
