and extra mouths could be a strain. My mother alw ays
said, when company comes, no problem, w e’ll just
open up another box of spaghetti and another bottle
of tomato sauce (all respects to Ragu) . This is the
attitude | believe many of us have lost. It is not the
fancy that people crave, it is the real. Peanut Butter
sandw iches made w ith love and served in a home
have it all over a burger on a bun served by a stranger
in a drive-thru. People w ant to be a part of family .

My mother’s second teaching comes to mind, The
first dinner in our house, w e do your dishes, after that
you do your ow n dishes, so pay attention. My mother
was alWways a good teacher, especially of dishw ash-
ing. Seriously, w hen you are made to feel you are part
of afamily, you are a part of family. And our family at
one time or another consisted of people of different
religions, sexes, creeds, political persuasions and
sexual orientations. This w as in the 1960-70’s long
before the ideaw as in vogue.

America needs to return to those days, w hen
people w ere judged not by skin color or native lan-
guage or orientation but by contribution to house, to
street, to neighborhood, to A merica. We are facing
difficult times for ALL Americans. We can not merely
complain about this country’s problems but go out and
lead the w ay to reconciliation, to conciliation, to
T'shuvah .

Courage trumps a hate crime

How could aboy of five concave of aworld in which a
stranger, filled with hate, would walk camly into a commu-
nity center filled with children and fi re 70 rounds from a
semiautomatic rifle, on amissionto kill Jews?

One bullet hit Ben Kadish inthe hip and tore through his ab-
domen. Another crushed his thigh bone.

Paramedic Todd Carb and his partner, Danny Jordan, plowed
out of Fire Station 87 in Northridge with only sketchy infor-
mation about a shooting. When they arrived & the commu-
nity center and redlized children where inside, they charged
into the building before getting police dearance. Carb heard
awoman screaming and hustled down a halway to where she
kndt next to Ben Kadish. Cab knew ingantly that the boy
was gravely injured.

By LA Fre Depatment rules, paramedics were supposed to
cdl for ahdicopter to transport abadly injured child toa
pediatric trauma unit. But 19 years of experi ence told Carb
there was no time. They rushed Ben within minutesto Holy
Cross Medicd Center.
