One of the saddest trends is seeing dients who never
dreamed they would have to turn to an agency such as
BTAC forhelp. Previously, we saw one or two middle
class clients per month, who had fallen on hard times,
because of some ciisis or another. Now we are seed-
ing one or two of these families each day! Thanks to
you and our other wonderful donors, we are able to alle-
viate some of their problems and send them home with
bags of nourishing food.
